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Study: Human Languages Rapidly Disappearing  
 

SAN FRANCISCO (KCBS)  -- Nearly half of the estimated 7,000 languages 
spoken throughout the world will have disappeared by the beginning of the 
next century. A new report by the Living Tongues Institute for Endangered 
Languages in conjunction with National Geographic found that one language 
currently dies out about every other week. 

At stake is the accumulated knowledge of plants and fauna still undiscovered 
by scientists but well-known to indigenous peoples whose native languages 
have survived colonization and globalization, said David Harrison, an 

associate professor of linguistics at Swathmore College with directs the Living Tongues Institute. 

The Institute and National Geographic have launched an aggressive effort to document languages whose 
speakers are elderly, and to use the Internet to connect speakers who no longer live near one another.
